Foundation Stage

We have had a lovely week in Foundation Stage learning about our Christian value of Friendship. The children have
discussed what it means to be a friend and have learnt that in order to have a friend, you need to first BE a friend.

Key Stage 1

We started to get a little Christmassy in Key Stage 1 this week. The children found it quite exciting creating their
Christmas cards for the PTA. They used varying techniques to create their masterpieces, finger painting and colour
mixing to name a few. It was great to see how creative our children were and they can’t wait to share their designs with
you.

On #helloyellow day the children explored mental health by creating their own friendship superhero. They gave their
hero a super power that helps make them a good friend.

Key Stage 2

This week in Year 3.4 we have been creating mathematical toolboxes to hold a set of strategies for problem solving. As
the children go through the year, these strategies will build up to allow them to tackle any problem they may face.

In English, the children have set out on a writing adventure to solve a great dilemma in ‘The Land of Neverbelieve!’ The
fantastic vocabulary they have built up over the last few weeks has been used effectively to enhance their story writing
skills.

We had lots
of discussions around Mental Health and how to look after our own wellbeing and each other’s. We wrote positive

messages on bunting which will go up around school to remind everyone to be kind, accepting and caring members of
our community.




Key Stage 2

This week, whilst the Year 6 children are away on their residential trip, the Year 5 children have been having a wonderful
time! On Wednesday, we started off with some Maths team building games. The children had to work in groups of 4, in
silence, to create a winning combination of cards all linked mathematically. Unbeknown to them, there were lots of
possibilities, so it turned out to be quite challenging!

Later in the day, we embraced our Eco Week and began work on our Eco Banner ready to be displayed at Stamford Arts
Centre for ‘One World Week’ in November. The children’s passion and determination about the importance of climate
change for their generation was astounding.
